AMANZOE PELOPONNESE GREECE 
The Amanzoe, located just 25 minutes by helicopter from 
Athens (2.5 hrs drive) in the Peloponnese countryside 
is idyllic seclusion. Near the UNESCO World Heritage 
Site of Epidaurus, other archaeological sites, and a 
short boat ride from the islands of Spetses and car-
free Hydra, this place has space. Pavilions and villas 
set the tone with expansive terraces, private pools, and 
glorious views of the sea and olive groves. A beautiful 
yoga studio, an incredible library with over 1,000 books 
in several languages, and a youth center focusing on 
Greek mythology are likely to make you want to set up 
camp. Lounge peacefully at the Beach Club, discover a 
Byzantine monastery, visit the honey museum, or hike 
the mountain villages. Dine on fresh seafood, sip Greek 
wine, and slip into the sunset with 360-degree views of 
the rolling hills and coasts of the Peloponnese peninsula.
